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[bookmark: _GoBack]This is a spontaneous, bi- centric, randomized, open label, parallel group study aimed at testing the efficacy of the assumption of Viagra 100mg on demand vs. daily in the sexual function recovery in patients with PCa after bilateral nerve sparing radical prostatectomy.
Patients (aged under 65 years old) were eligible if they underwent a bilateral nerve sparing radical prostatectomy, with a T2 clinical stage, and did not receive any neoadjuvant or adjuvant therapy (neither hormonal therapy or radiotherapy) and with a pre-surgical erectile function preserved without using PDE5-I.
Sexual function recovery were measured using International Index of Erectile Function (IIEF) Sexual Encounter Profile (SEP) Global Assessment Question (GAQ) and Erectile Hardness Score (EHS) questionnaires.
IRCCS San Raffaele was the Coordinator Centre of the study, the other centre invited to participate did not obtain the local EC committee authorization. 
Study was early closed due to difficult of patients’ recruitment (200 planned patients, 57 patients was screened and enrolled, 9 patients completed, 4 drop out).
