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Time to MMR, MR4, MR4.5
MMR:
The cumulative incidence of MMR in the full analysis data set is shown in Figure 4. Of all 57 patients, 45 (78.9%) reached MMR, in 3 patients (5.3%), a competing event occurred, and 9 patients (15.8%) without MMR and without competing event were censored.

The corresponding probabilities of MMR were
38.6%, 95% confidence interval: 26.1% to 50.9% at 3 months,
56.1%, 95% confidence interval: 42.4% to 67.8% at 6 months,
68.0%, 95% confidence interval: 54.1% to 78.5% at 12 months and
79.0%, 95% confidence interval: 65.8% to 87.5% at 18 and 24 months.
Of note, at baseline 20 patients (35.1%) were already in MMR. Median time to MMR was 4.4 months. 

MR4:
The cumulative incidence of MR4 in the full analysis data set is shown in Figure 5. Of all 57 patients, 27 (47.4%) reached MR4, in 3 patients (5.3%), a competing event occurred, and 27 patients (47.4%) without MR4 and without competing event were censored.

The corresponding probabilities of MR4 were
21.1%, 95% confidence interval: 11.6% to 32.4% at 3 months,
29.9%, 95% confidence interval: 18.6% to 41.9% at 6 months,
43.3%, 95% confidence interval: 30.1% to 55.8% at 12 months,
47.8%, 95% confidence interval: 34.0% to 60.3% at 18 months and 
50.4%, 95% confidence interval: 36.2% to 62.9% at 24 months.
Of note, at baseline 8 patients (14.0%) were already in MR4. In median MR4 was achieved after 18.2 months. 

MR4.5:
The cumulative incidence of MR4.5 in the full analysis data set is shown in Figure 6. Of all 57 patients, 19 (33.3%) reached MR4.5, in 3 patients (5.3%) a competing event occurred, and 35 patients (61.4%) without MR4.5 and without competing event were censored.

The corresponding probabilities of MR4.5 were
7.0%, 95% confidence interval: 2.3% to 15.5% at 3 months,
12.4%, 95% confidence interval: 5.5% to 22.4% at 6 months,
26.2%, 95% confidence interval: 15.3% to 38.4% at 12 months and
35.4%, 95% confidence interval: 22.5% to 48.5% at 18 and 24 months.
Of note, at baseline 3 patients (5.3%) were already in MR4.5. 

Secondary endpoint of CCyR Rates at month 3, 6, 12, 18, and 24
At month 3, a valid cytogenetic assessment was available for 12 patients. CCyR was reported for 8 patients, 4 patients had not achieved CCyR. One patient had withdrawn the informed consent prior to 3 months.
At month 6, a valid cytogenetic assessment was available for 5 patients. CCyR was reported for 3 patients, 2 patients had not achieved CCyR. Two patients had withdrawn the informed consent prior to 6 months. One death within the interval was considered as “no CCyR”.
At month 12, a valid cytogenetic assessment was available for 1 patient. One patient was excluded due to early SCT. Two patients had withdrawn the informed consent prior 12 months. Seven patients had insufficient observation time in the study. One death at 6 months was considered as “no CCyR”. Due to the small number of evaluable data (n=2), no CCyR rate was calculated.
No valid cytogenetic evaluations were available at months 18 and 24. CCyR rates were not calculated for these two time points.
The CCyR rate at month 3 was
P=8/12 = 66.7%, 95% confidence interval: 34.9% to 90.1%.
The CCyR rate at month 6 was
P=3/6 = 50.0%, 95% confidence interval: 11.8% to 88.2%.
