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Secondary endpoint of progression-free survival (PFS) and overall survival (OS)
No progressions were reported during the study. Two deaths had occurred during the study: one patient died after 172 days (5.7 months) and another patient after 512 days (16.8 months). Since no progressions were reported, PFS and OS are the same. 
At 6 and 12 months, PFS and OS were 0.981 (95% CI: 0.876, 0.997), and at 24 months 0.958 (95% CI: 0.839, 0.989). The corresponding Kaplan-Meier curves are shown in Figure 7 and Figure 8.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Because of the small number of observed deaths, no differentiation was made between CML-related and non-CML-related deaths. No subsequent analysis of the cumulative incidence of CML-related deaths was performed that would have included consideration of non-CML-related deaths as a competing event.
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
