‘Statistical non-inferiority of Bimatoprost SR 10 pig to SLT was demonstrated if the upper
limit of the 95% confidence interval (CI) for the least squares (LS) mean difference
between the Bimatoprost SR 10 ig eyes and SLT eyes was < 1.5 mmHg at Weeks 4, 12,
and 24.

Clinical non-inferiority of Bimatoprost SR 10 g to SLT was considered if the upper limit of
the 95% Cl was < 1.0 mmHg at 2 out of the 3 visits of Weeks 4, 12, and 24.
